Sempervivums (Houseleeks) and 
related plants 

I have been growing, studying and 
enjoying these colourful plants for many 
years and I hold Plant Heritage National 

Collections® of Sempervivum, and 

Jovibarba. In this talk I give an 
illustrated account of these beautiful, 
hardy, alpine succulents and their 
natural history, cultivation and garden 
uses. 

Phormiums (New Zealand Flax) 

In this talk I give an introduction to the 
species and cultivars of New Zealand 
Flax, and their cultivation and uses in the 
garden. 
I also describe and demonstrate how 

Phormium leaves can be used for 
plaiting and weaving crafts. 
Until 2011, I held a National Collection®

More than 300 geysers ς approximately 
half the ǿƻǊƭŘΩǎ ǘƻǘŀƭ - are found within 
the park. 
It is home to bears, bison, wolves, 
hundreds of birds and over 1100 native 
plant species. 

California National Parks 

The state of California is home to 13 
amazing National Parks. The scenery is 
magnificent and the parks are home to 
some wonderful animals and plants 
including the oldest, tallest and largest 
trees in the world. 
In this talk I describe some of the 
highlights of visits to Redwood, Sequoia, 
Yosemite, Inyo and Lassen Volcanic
